
BHATTIYAT LEADING IN ROAD NETWORK

CHAMBA, MAY 1

“The hilly but scenic Bhattiyat region of Chamba district in Himachal Pradesh was once believed be inaccessible in the absence of roads but today the region is placed on number two in the state with regard to road network expansion”, stated Mr. Kuldip Singh Pathania, Chairman, Himachal Pradesh Finance Commission while laying the foundation stone of a Rupees 7.50 lakh Ayurvedic dispensary at Ghatasni in Bhattiyat region today.

Speaking on this occasion, Mr. Pathania said that state government was committed to link each village with roads and at the same time special attention was being paid to the renovation and upkeep of roads damaged by the vagaries of weather.


Mr. Pathania said that work on the Chalam-Lokeshwar temple road had been accomplished while Kakira-Katloo road was nearing completion.


Mr. Pathania announced that the prestigious water supply scheme costing Rupees 3.30 crore for the picturesque township of kakira would be commissioned in the next few months; adding that the scheme which was the first of its kind designed for Kakira township would be a boon not only to the residents of Kakira but also to the tourists visiting the place.

Mr. Pathania said that Rupees 14 lakh had been spent on the development of Chalama belt during the past four yeas. The belt was in fact neglected during the previous BJP regime, Mr. Pathania alleged.


“The Ghatasni temple complex would be developed as a picnic spot”, Mr. Pathania said. He said that approval for the construction of five-rooms of the Ghatasni government high school had been accorded. He further said Rupees five lakh had been earmarked for the repair of damaged school ground.


Conveying his message on the occasion of ‘mazdoor divas’, Mr. Pathania congratulated the labour class stating that the Virbhadra government in the state had regularized seventeen thousand mazdoors who had completed eight years of their service.


Mr. M. S. Thakur, Executive Engineer, PWD and a local celebrity of Kakira Mr. Capt Sagar Gurang besides other departmental officials were also present on this occasion (eom)
