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Hamirpur becomes the first BMW free district


Hamirpur has the distinction of being the first Bio-medical Waste Free district in the state. All the categories of health staff members, irrespective of their status have been trained to handle and dispose off the BMW as per guidelines. Community Health Centre, Naduan is the only CHC in the state to have a blood cell counter. Now, the patients of the area do not have to run to the Regional Hospital at Hamirpur for tests relating to all sorts of blood diseases like anemia, malaria including chronic fever. It takes only 90 seconds for cell counting and within 10 minutes the whole test is completed.  Hamirpur has, also, the distinction of being the first district in the state of having RVGs in the dental department of FRU’s, Nadaun and Bhoranj.


Since Dr. DS Chandel has taken over as the chief medical officer at regional hospital, Hamirpur, many a new equipments have been added in the peripheral health institutions, thus releasing pressure over the district hospital. First Referral Units of Naduan, Bhoranj and Sujanpur have been equipped with the semi auto analyzers, ultra sound machines, phototherapy units, radiant warmers, hospital furniture and automatic film processors, a dry x-ray device during the last one year.  A new RVG machine has also been installed at the Tauni Devi civil hospital. All the concerned doctors have been trained in handling of these machines.  


Giving details of the activities started during the last one year, Dr. Chandel said CHC, Tauni Devi was upgraded after the name of Dr. LR Rathore. A new building of health sub-centre had been opened. Due to intensive IEC activities in the field to prevent the female foeticide, the female sex ratio had improved to 880 in 2008 from 850 in 2007.  

As many as 683 persons were benefitted in the first four months of the current financial year in comparison of 298 during the last year. A total of 1563 patients were benefitted against a target of 968 during the last year. Under the referral transport scheme Rs.500/- are paid to the BPL, SC and ST families, having less than two kids, for the transportation of the sick children to the nearest hospital. A total of 519 families were given this facility against a target of 340 during 2008-09, he added.
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
