
 RUPEES 150 CRORE FOR DOUBLE LAINING DRAMMAN-
 
 JOT-BHARMOUR ROAD.  PATHANIA
Sihunta (Chamba), 7 June.

The State Government has approved a sum of rupees 150 crore for Double Laining of Dramman – Bharmour Via Jot road and in the first phase a sum of rupees 60 crore has been sanctioned for widening Dramman- Chanhal (25 kms) road length, the tenders for which have been invited. 


This was stated by Chairman, State Finance Commission, Kuldeep Singh Pathania, while addressing a gathering at Sukhriad, in the interiors of Bhattiyat region of the district.

Pathania inaugurated the first 7 kilometers jeepable road length of Motla –Bagah road constructed with an outlay of rupees 23 lakh, and also sanctioned an additional amount of rupees 10 lakh for the remaining work from Dron to Bagah. He directed the forest authorities to work with pace on this project, as it is his priority to link this road with Naddal and further with Mehla on other side of the hillock connecting Chamba thereafter.


He said that Naddal would be made converted into a tourist spot so as to attract the tourist to this region of the district who was interested in angling and trekking.

To mitigate the low voltage problem in Guhantal region in gram Panchayat Motla, he said the transformer would soon be set up to provide relief from low voltage to the people of this far flung area.
He said that a sum of rupees 5 crore were earmarked under Rajeev Gandhi Vidyutikaran Yojna for the Bhattiyat constituency, under which a solution would be provided to all the areas facing low voltage problem in this year.


He also announced a sum of rupees 1.41 lakh for the construction of additional accommodation for the school at Sukhriad.


Later he inaugurated Mahila Mandal Bhawan at Pukhred, in Kakroti panchayat of Bhattiyat sub division. (EOM)
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
