One Day Workshop on RTI Held.
Shimla: June, 9:  Right to Information Act (RTI)  provides for setting out the practical regime of right to information to citizens so as to secure access to information under the control of public authorities, in order to promote transparency and accountability in the working of every public authority. This was stated by Principal Secretary Administrative Reforms & Training Shri T.G. Negi while presiding over one day workshop on Right to Information here today. The workshop was jointly organized by H.P. Institute of Public Administrative (HIPA) and State Information Commission in which Officers of different Government Departments participated.


Shri Negi briefed in length about the provisions and aim of  RTI and its benefit to the information seekers. He said that in HP, RTI Act was enforced in 2006 and applies to State Government, State Legislative Assembly and Judiciary, adding that the motive was to provide accurate information to the public. He advised all the departments to ensure that their complete administrative set up and information is on their website which is to be updated regularly. 


Shri Negi said that the Public Information Officers (PIO) as nominated by the concern Departments could seek required information from his subordinate Officer who deals with the subject and would be referred to as “Deemed PIO”. However, the entire responsibility to provide information would rest with the PIO of the Department.


Shri K.K. Handa and Rajiv Bansal, who were the Core Faculty Members from HIPA also briefed the gathering regarding the intricacies  of RTI in the State.


Prior to this, ADC Shimla Meera Mohanty, welcomed the Principal Secretary.


Also present on the occasion were ADMs Rameshwar Sharma and Gopal Sharma, all SDMs, BDOs amongst other District Officers.

District Shimla at Shimla 
Fire Engulfs Multi-Storey Complex in Theog

Shimla June 9,  A major fire incident took place in the main market of Theog, about 32 KM from Shimla at around 10 A.M. today, which engulfed a four-storey shoping & residential complex, leaving behind loss in lacs. 



Deputy Commissioner, Shimla, J.S. Rana immediately on receiving the news rushed to the spot and monitored relief and rescue operation. He informed that as many as nine families were affected due to this mishap. SDM, Tehsildar and local Police Officials were also present on the spot. The owners of the complex Sunita, Ravinder and Ramlok suffered heavy losses due to the incident. The six families who were also residing in the same multi-storey complex suffered major loss. 


Meanwhile, SDM Theog, Arun Bhardwaj said that the affected families including the owners of the complex had been given an immediate relief of rupees five thousand each and they would be provided further assistance as per the Relief Manual. The Local residents too struggled hard to douse the flames.
