CM ADDRESSES BJP WORKERS CONVENTION AT CHAMBA.
CHAMBA, FEBRUARY 17

The Himachal Chief Minister Prof Prem Kumar Dhumal assured people of the state that Himachal Pradesh would be continuing with subsidized ration scheme and revealed that 4400 unemployed youths would be recruited in the state police. The Chief Minister was addressing ‘abhaar rally’ of BJP workers of district Chamba at Chowgan today.
CM said that Union Home Minister has assured sanctioning of two more Indian Reserve Battalions for the state each one for men and women in the state thereby creating about 4400 vacancies in the police department generating job opportunities to the educated unemployed youths of the state. He said that process to recruit 2400 constables in the police department would be completed in coming six months by maintaining clear transparency in the selection procedure so that the deserving candidates were recruited .He emphasized the need for finding self-employment avenues in the farm sector. He said that grant of Rupees 25 crore had been sanctioned to the animal rearers, gujjars and gaddis to carry out their traditional occupation. He said that Rupees five crore would be spent in Chamba district.

CM said that the state government would be ensuring implementation of minimum wages Act in public and private sectors and protect the interests of the workers of the state. He said that the service rates would be applicable under National Rural Employment Assurance scheme ensuing hundred days to every job guarantee holder card in all the districts of the state. He assured completion of sewerage scheme of Chamba and construction of new bus-stand of Chamba on priority for which funds would be allotted.
CM said that it was for the first time in the political history of the state that the complete BJP government was formed with clear mandate. He said that the party workers had disapproved all the myths. He said that the party and the organization was all individuals which was possible with the help and devoted work of party workers. He said that there were no enough words to express gratitude towards the party workers to work in close coordination to ensure victory of party candidates. He said that it was in the interest of common man which made party come to power with thumping majority in the state.

CM said that state government was concerned about the party difficulties being faced by the poorest of the poor adding that those who had to incur on medical treatment expenses, operations and medicines and those were unable to marry their daughters in respectable manner. He said that CM Relief Fund was the sole sources to deliver some relief to the aggrieved parties. He appealed to the people to come forward to donate liberally to the CM’s relief fund.

CN said that the implementation over the promises made in the election manifesto had started from the day one when the government came to power by announcing enhancement of daily wages from Rupees 75 to 100 and social security pensions from Rupees 200 to 300 from January this year. 

He said that equal representation would be given to women in PRIs and civic bodies’. He said that women had been given the facility of free travel and holiday on the day of Raksha Bandhan, Bhaiya dooj and Karva Chauth.

Mohan Lal,BJP’s district president and former minister presented a draft of Rupees 51,000 as contribution from all the BJP mandals of the district towards CM’s relief fund for which the CM expressed his gratitude to the party rank and the file for theier help.

Jai Ram Thakur, MLA Chachiot and state BJP president expressed his sincerer gratitude towards the party workers who worked toilessly to realize the dreams to come true. He said thart with the change of the government the conditions were bound to change in favor of common man. He said the party workers were the backbone of the party and deserve all appreciation for the registering record victory in the state.
