
-:100 CRORE TO BE SPENT ON CHAMBA-JOT ROAD:- 
CHAMBA, 30 APRIL
A sum of rupees 11.50 crore is being spent on the roads in Bhattiyat and the length of the newly constructed roads in the area would be 120 kilometers up till April 2008. This was stated by the Chairman, Himachal Pradesh State Finance Commission, Sh. Kuldeep Singh Pathania, after laying the foundation stone of the Ayurveda Dispensary at “Kut” about 40 kms from Chamba here today.


He said that the Jot road leading to Chamba from Chowari would soon be widened and approximately a sum of rupees 100 crore were being spent on this project so that it may be all weather road. He said that Awan, Kahri, Kanda, Kalhetar and Kuddi areas of Bhattiyat were provided road facility and were linked together. He said that it would be his priority to connect Kahri with bus’able road till December this year.

Pathania said that a sum of rupees 1.25 crore is being spent on Mandihar road, and similarly an amount of rupees 2.51 crore is being spent on the road to kainthali. He said that the road network in Bhattiyat has created history of all sorts as during the present Government regime all the important and far flung villages which were discarded by the Bhartiya Janta Party (BJP), were provided road facility. The construction of roads to Banet, Taragarh, Kahri, Kuddi-thanoli were underway and a sum of rupees seven crore were being spent on the same.


Giving details of the development in Bhattiyat, Pathania said that an estimated, one and a half dozen different Water Supply Schemes were in the pipeline and Rupees 63 lakh Jogindra-Trimath water supply scheme is likely to be completed soon.


On the occasion, Mr. Pathania announced opening of the Anganwari Kendra and rain shelter at Kut and also disclosed that a sum of rupees 52 lakh were being spent on the construction of the health institution at Sadal and Hobar.


He said the tenure of BJP in the State from 2003 onwards is considered as a black chapter in the history of the State as it left a debt of fifteen thousand crore on the State exchequer as a result of which the State is burdened till date.
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
