Luddu gram panchayat in Mehla block of Chamba district has been adjudged one of the cleanest panchayats in Himachal Pradesh which have achieved the status of being ‘completely clean’  under the total sanitation campaign launched by the Union Ministry of Rural Development. 


Disclosing this here today, Mr. Pushpendra Rajput Deputy Commissioner of Chamba said that for the tremendous achievement in total sanitation campaign, the Luddu panchayat had been awarded with ‘nirmal gram purskar’ by the President of India APJ Kalam on May 4 in New Delhi in recognition of its being exceptionally hygienic in the district.


Besides this, a cash award of Rupees fifty thousand alongwith citation and trophy which was given to this panchayat had been received by Mr. Chaman Lal Sharma pradhan of Luddu panchayat, the DC stated; claiming that attainment could be made possible with the concerted efforts put in by the Rural Development Agency and the inhabitants of the panchayat.


The DC said that the total sanitation campaign had been undertaken in a big way in the district; adding that 14 more panchayat of the district were expected to attain the goal of total sanitation campaign soon.


“Three panchayats in each development block in the district were also heading towards attaining the status of ‘fully clean’ panchayats as the representatives of these panchayats with the collective participation of local residents had revolutionized necessary activities under the campaign”, the DC stated.


The DC asserted that emphasis was being laid to cover at least 20 percent of the total 238 panchayats of the district in the ongoing phase under this campaign so that community in the rural areas could live in hygienic environment. The objective of the campaign was to rid the people of the vitiated atmosphere emanating due to fetid smell in and around the human habitation, the DC said.
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
