Rs. 30 crore spent on roads- Harsh Mahajan

During the last four years Rs 30 crore have been spent on various road projects in Chamba segment. Mr. Harsh Mahajan, Animal Husbandry Minister disclosed this while addressing a public gathering at Luddu, after performing the bhoomi-pujan ceremony in connection with the starting of construction work of 14-km long kathanna- Sanduh road, today.

Mr. Mahajan said Rs. 3 crore would be spent on this road. He directed the PWD officials to complete the construction work within seven months. Over twenty villages of Luddu, Bat and Uteep areas would be connected by this road with district headquarters, he added.

Detailing the progress in education sector, Animal Husbandry Minister said that 68 new schools were opened in Chamba constituency during  present regime of the government. He further stated that 160 posts of PTA teachers were also filled.

Mr. Mahajan flagged-off new bus service from Chhatreri to Behi-Chowki also. He said that road upto Gharmani would be completed by October this year.
