LANGERA – SHIMLA BUS FLAGGED OFF

Asha thanked CM

Salooni, is the first such Tehsil headquarter in district Chamba, to be connected by the Bus service directly from “Langera” to the State headquarter, “Shimla.” This was stated by Asha kumari, Member of legislative Assembly, after flagging off the bus from the remotest corner of the state and the last village of Chamba, Langera, bordering Jammu and Kashmir.

 She said that launching of this bus service have added a milestone in the history of this backward area and would prove beneficial to the people who earlier had to traverse additional hundered kilometers via district headquarters to board the bus for Shimla.

Giving details of the route she said that the bus would leave Langera at six in the morning and would reach Shimla the next day at two AM.


She said that the service would benefit hundreds of people of Salooni working in Baddi and Barotiwala, as the bus will leave Pathankot via Una, Baddi, Barotiwala, and Pinjore to Shimla.


She thanked the Chief Minister, Sh. Virbhadra Singh and Transport minister, Sh. G.S. Bali for showing interest in providing this facility to such an area.

 It is the farsightedness of Sh.Virbhadra Singh that much has been done in different spheres of development in Salooni and banikhet areas of the district, said the MLA.


Speaking on the occasion Asha said that another feather is being added soon to the cap, of this area, as Rupees 30 crore, Lift Irrigation water Supply Scheme has been proposed and would soon be executed in near future.  A sum of rupees 3 crore and 75 lakh were spent on various drinking water supply schemes in Salooni in last three and a half years, said Asha.


She said that recently a Government Degree College was made functional in Salooni and about two dozen Senior Secondary schools were opened in the Congress government regime. She said that under Sarv Shiksha Abhiyan and DPEP many schools were opened in the far-flung regions in the surrounding areas of Salooni and Banikhet.  She said that 187 rooms were constructed under Sarv Shiksha Abhiyan in her constituency during the present Government regime, adding that 82 schools were provided with drinking water facilities and 111 schools were endowed with toilet facilities on which 2 crore 36 lakh were spent. .
