Reckong Peo, 29 August:


Two houses were completely engulfed in the fire at Lippa village, in the tribal district of Kinnaur here today. About 45 from the district headquarters, Lippa village falls in Pooh block of the district.


No loss of life has been reported, but one person received severe injury while trying to extinguish the fire.


The local villagers had controlled the fire before the fire tenders reached the spot.

According to Superintendent of police, Pupul Dutta Prasad, the fire broke out at half past eight in the morning in the centre of the village and within no time, the police team reached the spot.

Additional District Magistrate, Pooh Amarjeet Singh, revealed that the total loss is estimated to be around 12.5 lakhs.


Second in command, Indo-Tibet Border Police, R.S.Chandel, rushed to the spot with two fire tenders and ITBP Jawans, along with a team of doctors for relief and rescue operations. According to him, first aid was provided to the injured on the spot.


However, the cause of the incident has not been ascertained till yet, but it is believed that short circuit may be the cause of the fire.

Project Officer, Integrated Tribal Development Project, Harbans Negi,
said, that an amount of rupees 35 thousand, including tents, blankets and other essential commodities were provided to the affected families, as interim relief. He said that the affected families would be felicitated as per the relief manual.
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
