Rs. 3.21 crore  spent on rural development-Pathania

Detailed project report of Rs. 4- crore  Kuran- Chadi-Hured road in Mehla block of Chamba district has been submitted for approval. This 7-km. long road would benefit the far-off villages of Mehla block.

State Finance Commission Chairman, Mr. Kuldeep Singh Pathania disclosed this while laying the foundation stones of panchayat ghar and anganbari centre at chari, a remote village under Mehla block, yesterday. Earlier, he also inaugurated the opening of government primary school Halel.

Detailing the milestones achieved in road construction,Mr. Pathania said work on Mehla- Dadwin road had been undertaken.A sum of Rs.1.38 crore would be spent on it. Besides, Jeepable road to Jatkari was being completed by the end of December this year,he added.

Mr. Kuldeep Singh Pathania further stated that during the last four year, Rs.3.21 crore were spent on various developmental schemes in nine panchayats of Mehla block falling under Bhattiyat assembly segment.

He said that under Sarv Shiksha Abhiyan 112 additional school rooms had been constructed in Bhattiyat constituency adding that every school would have sufficient accommodation soon. For the augmentation of Sundhel water supply scheme in Chari panchayat, Rs. 25 lacs had been sanctioned, he said.
