
996 CRORE APPROVED FOR ROAD NET WORK IN STATE
Chamba (Sihunta) 6 th June
A sum of rupees 996 crore is approved by the Government to connect the remaining 416 panchayats with road network in the State. This was stated by the Chairman, state Finance commission, Sh.Kuldeep Singh Pathania at a public meeting at Kathla, after Bhoomi Pujan of 4.5 kilometers Basoldha-Nahna road to be constructed with an estimated cost of rupees 70 lakh.

He said that a sum of rupees 40 crore were being spent in Bhattiyat for the construction of buildings and road by the public works department and similarly 11 crore were being spent in 9 panchayats of Mehla for the same.


Pathania said that a sum of rupees 21 crore would be utilized in Bhattiyat itself on the construction of roads under Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojna (PMGSY) in current financial year. He said that four crore and twenty seven lakh were spent on the construction of 5 bridges in Tikri, Kuddi, Dehar, Siuni, and Chanhal areas of Bhattiyat Sub Division, adding further that the bridges are awaiting inauguration and are complete in all respect.

He assured to get five kilometers patch of Motla- Kuthara 
Road to be mettaled by October this year and also announced of linking Dhulara- Kathla road with Gola panchayat soon in near future the work on which is in progress.


Pathania said that the vacant  posts of trained graduate teachers in science would be filled soon in his constituency, adding, that the number of vacant post are not much and are generally 16/17 posts which are required to be filled and it would be done on priority.


Earlier he inaugurated health sub centre constructed with an amount of rupees 9 lakh and also laid the foundation stone of Veterinary dispensary to be constructed with an out lay of rupees 8 lakh at Kathla. (EOM)
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
