Una, August 31:

Deputy Commissioner Rajesh Kumar today said that an 'Open Recruitment mela' in the industrial sector would be held soon at the district headquarters here to boost the employment of Himachali youth in Industries being set up here. Addressing media persons at a meet the press programme, he said specific trades that were in demand were being identified in consultation with industrialists. 

The DC informed that Industrial Associations were being involved in the process and if need be, new technical courses would be started by the district administration to train local youth for appointment in Industries. He said, the clause of 70 percent employment to Himachali youth in local industries woulod be strictly implemented. 

Sudhir Kumar, General Manager of the Una District Industries Center said 1,017 new industrial units including 61 large and medium sale units A total investment of over 388 crores of rupees was being envisaged, he said, adding that the total eployment in these units would cross the 50,000 mark. 

Deliberating on the Industrial areas in the district, the GM said 102 units were working in Mehatpur Industrial area, 67 in Tahliwal, 3 in Amb and 9 in Rampur. Besides, he said a new industrial area was coming up in Jeetpur baheri village under the Gagret constituency. Land measuring 235 lanals has already been acquired and 38 plots have been allocated. 

Kumar said 3,383 workers were employed in the 177 functional industrial units in the district, of which 2612 were Himachalis. Strict action was being taken against units failing to comply with the time line, he said, adding that 12 plots were cancelled in Mehatpur, while 15 notices had been served to other units. Similarly, he said 10 units in Tahliwal and 30 in Gagret were issued notices regarding the slow progress of work in setting up their units. .
