Una, May 15:    More than 3.63 lac voters will be exrcising their franchise in the district to elect the candidate of their chioce for the Hamirpur parliementary by-elections comprising of the districts of Hamirpur, una, Bilaspur and the Sub-Divisin of Dehra in Kangra district. As per a press communique received from the office of the Deputy Commissioner Una Smt. Anita Tegta, the voters include 3,59,318 general voters and 4,649 service voters. Thhe electoral rolls in the district were finalised and published on 10 th April, 2007. 

For the first time, the facility of proxy voting for service voters has been provided by the Election Commission in the Hamirpur Parliamentery by-elections. The category allowed for proxy voting is 'Classified Service Voters', which included members of the Armad forces or members belonging to a force to which the provision of Army Act applies. 

A total of 410 polling stations will be set up in the district, covering the voters in all the five Assembly segments of the district, namely 29-Gagret(Reserved for SC), 30-Chintpurni, 31-Santoshgarh, 32-Una and 33-Kutlehar. Of these poling stations, 36 have been declared as very sensitive and 85 as sensitive. Electronic Voting Machines will be used to cast the votes and training schedule for polling staff in all the five constituencies has been finalised as per the DC. 

For the polling staff of Gagret and Santoshgarh constituencues, the training will be held on 16 May, for Chintpurni and Una on the 17th of May and for Kutlehar on 18th of May. No polling staff will be appointed in a polling booth that falls in his home constituency, in his place of posting or in the place of his residence.
