
Bangana would soon be getting a Central School, the only one allotted by Government of India to Himachal Pradesh to facilitate quality education facilities to the wards of residents in the area; Rs. 60 crore to be spent over construction of Lathiani bridge and construction work of Bangana-Dhaneta tunnel project expedited.This was stated by Prof. Prem KIumar Dhumal, Chief Minister, while addressing an impressive public meeting at Thana Kalan in Una district after he laid foundation stone of Thana Kalan and Hari Nagar Groups of Villages Drinking Water Supply Scheme, estimated to cost Rs. 294.27 lakh and benefit over 6,000 population of 11 villages in the vicinity and dedicated Ambadkar Bhawan, completed at a cost of Rs. 11 lakh  to the of the area, today.


Prof. Dhumal said that Himachal Pradesh had regained its top position in implementation of 20-Point Programme in the country during preceding year 2009-10.  He said that the State Government had provided Rs. 25 crore to pay for the Net Present Value for acquisition of forest land to move ahead to construct roads in different parts of the State.  He said that now the NPV would form part of the DPR being posed for funding to international funding agencies.    He said that every gram panchayat had been connected with motorable road in Una district and in next phase the main villages would also be connected with the road facility.  He said that  out of 40 gram panchayats in Kutlehar only one Bohru panchayat was connected with fair weather road while rest 39 gram panchayats were connected with all weather road.  He said that Bohru gram panchayat  would also get connected with all weather road in the near future.  

Chief Minister said that the State Government was paying over Rs. 300 crore for electricity charges for lifting drinking water to feed the drinking water supply schemes with regular supplies.  He said that   keeping in view the global warming and change in climate need had emerged to save every drop of water.  He said that the State Government had constituted Water Management Board with a view to adopt water saving techniques and discipline people about the use of drinking water.  He said that there were many areas which were facing water shortage and the State Government had ensured supply of water through water tanks and maintained the supplies through pipeline as well.  He said that efforts were afoot to revive the traditional water bodies in the state and revert back to the old system of rain water harvesting techniques.  He said that the encroachments on traditionally common water bodies and common passage in the villages was required to be removed forthwith and use the same for the common purpose of rain water harvesting activities.  He appealed to the people to remain vigilant against such encroachers and remove the same immediately where the local administration would be extending all help.

Prof. Dhumal said that the State Government was constructing one Bhim Rao Ambedkar Bhawans in all of 68 assembly constituencies with a view to provide members of the community a place for their social and community activities where Rs. 10 lakh were being spent on each of it.  He said thata the State Government was committed to socio-economic upliftment of the down trodden sections of the society and scholarship schemes were also available to the students of the community besides other benefits available to them under different programmes.  


Earlier Chief Minister also addressed a public meeting at Lamlehar after he dedicated Lamlehar and Vadla drinking water supply scheme, completed at a cost of Rs. 102.18 lakh to the people of the area providing about 1,200 residents regular drinking water supply thereby fulfilling a long pending demand of the area, and said that the State Government was spending Rs. 341 crore over the channelization of the Swar River which earlier was known as the River of Sorrow and now converted into River of Prosperity to the people living on the banks of the river.  He said that Rs. 102 crore had been earmarked to be spent on various IPH activities in district Una during current financial year.  He said that 100 hand pumps had been bored in the area while 50 more would be bored on need basis.  He said that Jogi Panaga – Lam Lehari road had been posed for funding to NABARD and Rs. 4.86 crore were likely to be got sanctioned to execute the same  He was welcomed by local gram panchayat Pradhan Shri Dharamvir Singh who said that Prof.  Dhumal happened to be the First Chief Minister after independence to visit village.

Shri Virender Kanwar, CPS and local MLA also welcomed the Chief Minister go his home segment and thanked for his one day visit to the area to dedicate and lay foundation stone of various developmental projects.  He thanked CM for his liberal funding for various developmental activities, especially the drinking water woes were being resolved on priority.    He thanked CM for sanctioning budget for construction of Bangana – Dhaneta motorable tunnel which would be a dream coming true to the people of the area.    He counted various other developmental milestones established under the leadership of Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal in his home segment.  He said that every village would be connected with motorable road in a phased manner.  He urged CM for boring of tube wells and bridges in the area.
