Una 23 July (           ) Swan river Flood Management and Integrated land Development Project Phase-1 in District Una has started giving positive results , said Avinder Chadda , Executive Engineer Flood Protection Division Una during meet the Press organized by information and public relations department here at Una today. He informed that Swan river flows in the heart of Una District and total length of river is 85 kms out of which 65 kms falls in District Una while rest in State of Punjab. He said that at present total ength of 13 kms embankment on both side of swan river from village Jhalera bridge towards Santokgarh  has been completed.  He said that due to this total area of 1505 hectare has already been reclaimed upto March,2007 and by March,2008 another 550 hectare land would be reclaimed. Executive Engineer said that most of the land which has been   
Reclaimed put to Agriculture use. He said that total cost of this Project would be 106 crore.
      Deputy Commissioner Rajesh Kumar said that as agricultural activities have been started in reclaimed areas of Swan river and farmers have started using the land and spraying pesticide which is contaminating ground water , he advised Public Health Department to test the sample of Tube wells providing  drinking water in the area.  He said that embankment on both side of  Swan river would provide boon to the people of Una District and control floods in this area.
