                                           Loans worth Rs. 478 crore distributed

Shimla: 09 September:  Banks of Shimla had distributed loans worth Rs. 478 crore in the district during first quarter of current fiscal which comprises Rs. 258 crore in priority sector and Rs. 220 crore on non priority sector. Sunil Chaudhari ADC Shimla stated this while presiding over District Consultative & Review Committee Meeting,  here today.  He said Rs. 129 crore loans were distributed in agriculture  sector while Rs. 101 crore in service sector. 

Reviewing progress under government sponsored schemes, he said 40 poor women were provided financial assistance of Rs. 39 lac for setting own ventures. He informed that 103 self help groups were formed during first quarter and 78 of them were linked to different banks to seek financial help. He said 16 cases were sanctioned  Rs.23 lac under Doodh Ganga Yojna while Rs.25 lac were provided to 18 persons under Prime Minister Self Employment Scheme. He asked the bankers for liberalising the loan process and extend  loaning for setting up agriculture and fruit processing units.
