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SCOUTS ACTIVITIES TO BE ELABORATED IN STATE:CM

The State Government would be encouraging majority of students, in the sixth to tenth standard, to involve themselves in the Bharat Scouts and Guides activities.  This was stated by Shri Virbhadra Singh, Chief Minister, while presiding over the State Council Meeting of the State Branch of the Bharat Scouts and Guides here today.

Chief Minister said that the Scouts and Guides was an international movement introduced to inculcate the spirit of discipline, patriotism and service towards the society which needed to be elaborated, especially amongst the growing citizens to strengthen the nationalistic ideology.  He said that efforts needed to be put in to encourage students studying from 6th to 10th standards to actively involve themselves in such activities.  He said that the elementary educational institutions could emerge the nursery of good Scouts and Guides which could bring laurels to the state.  He said that the teachers needed to play significant role in motivating young people join the movement and introduce them to the same with historical background.

Chief Minister expressed happiness over the decision of the national body for selecting 12 Scouts and Guides for participation in the England meeting.  He said that the tradition needed to be continued so that students were motivated and encouraged to involve themselves in the movement more intimately.  He assured best of his cooperation in making the movement a grand success in the state.

Dr. O.P.Sharma, State Chief Commissioner, welcomed the Chief Minister and apprised him of the activities of the organization.  He thanked him for revival of annual grant of Rs. 5 lakh to the organization which would go a long way in strengthening the movement in the state.
