The Shimla Road Users and Pedestrians (Public Safety and Convenience) Act, 2007 has came in to force on 26-02-2008. The Home Department of Himachal Pradesh seeks cooperation from all the residents of Shimla Town to implement this Act in letter and sprit. As this Act is aimed to make the streets of Shimla Town pollution free and safe for the pedestrians especially for children and the aged people. It is expected from the public of the Shimla to give full cooperation to the Traffic Police to implement the Act. There are strict provisions in the Act for the violators. Now on permit/pass for plying vehicle, will only be given to a person, whose work place or the residence is situated on the sealed road or the restricted road as the case may be, on the production of sufficient documentary proof as mentioned in the Act itself and mentioned in the Check List with the application form. Every applicant, in case of government vehicle will have to deposit a sum of Rs. 100/- towards processing fee, which is non-refundable and Rs. 500/- non-refundable in case of private vehicle. The fee for pass for the sealed road will be Rs.2500/- per route per annum and Rs.2000/- per route per annum for restricted road in case of private vehicles and for government vehicles these chargers will be Rs.1000/- per route per annum for both sealed and restricted roads. Also for the convenience of the public the Government has opened a Counter at the Gate No: 3 of Armsdale Building of Secretariat for seeking information, obtain and deposit the application form and collect the approved passes from  10 AM to 12 Noon and approved Passes will be issued from 4.00PM to 5.00PM,to approach this gate no entry pass is required.
