DC asks hydropower enterprises to finalize land lease cases
CHAMBA, SEPTEMBER 3
The Deputy Commissioner of Chamba Devesh Kumar has asked the private hydroelectric power enterprises to get the approval of their land lease cases under the provisions of law and the laxity in such cases may invite legal action under land encroachment act.
Presiding over a joint meeting of the officials of private hydropower companies and government officers of various departments to review the status of the hydel project reports which are in the pipeline, DC advised the companies to ensure the approval of lease cases within a stipulated time frame.
“Flouting of the terms and conditions of the memorandums of understanding (MoUs) would not be brooked and suitable action would be taken against those found guilty”, DC stated. 
Funds required to be deposited by the company under the Local Area Development Authority (LADA) should also be deposited at the earliest, he further asked.
DC impressed upon the need for effective implementation of the norms to check environmental degradation and pollution caused due to the construction of power projects in the district. He instructed the government officers to extend their full cooperation with power project companies so that they could be able to get their projects constructed and commissioned on schedule.
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
