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Bhupender Bhuppi and Malik Brothers Star Attractions of Lavi-2008


 Dev Bhoomi Himachal Pradesh is a rich repository of art, culture and traditional fairs. There is hardly a month when no fairs or festivals were celebrated in the State. Fairs and festivals of the state reflect the distinct social and cultural tradions of the particular region. These fairs also contribute in promoting the state culture, tourism and economy to a great extent.


The Lavi Fair of Rampur Bushahr of Shimla District is one of the most oldest and famous trade fair of not only Himachal but of the entire northern India as it is being celebrated for more than 300 years and had attained an international importance due to trade activities mainly with Tibet, China, Turkistan and countries of Central Asia in past. With the passage of time the foreign trade declined. Like preceding years, Lavi Fair is being organized from 11th to 14th November with gaiety and fervor. Rampur Bushehr situated at 924 meters above sea level at the bank of largest river of the State Sutlej and 130 kilometers from State Capital Shimla becomes vibrant during four days as large number of people throng here from the State and Country.


Lavi Fair started during the regime of Raja Kehari Singh of Bushahr in the year 1681 when he signed a pact with the rulers of Tibet at border village Namgaya. The pact was very interesting and written poetically- “Unless snow does not melt in Jambu Dweep, Mansarovar lake dries, Crow changes its colour and this age ends, the free trade would go on….” This pact opened the gate for trade between the two states. Trade links after this pact were strengthened and traders from Tibet brought wool, Pasham and animals while the traders of Bushahr were allowed to sell woolen clothers, food-grains and salt etc. Over the years Rampur Bushahr gained the importance as trade market for the traders of surrounding areas of Kinnaur, Lahaul-Spiti,  Kullu, Shimla and Mandi.


Lavi fair was linked with wool as it was the main trade product during that time. It is the saying that the word Lavi derived its name from “Lo or Loi” which in local dialect means a woolen cloth worn during winters and also cutting of sheep wool. With the passage of time, wool, woolens, pasham, shawals, dohru, dry fruits-almond, chilgoza, apricot, shilajeet, pahari chai, kala zeera, sheeps, goats and horse trade was started. In recent past mill clothes, articles of handicafts and handlooms have also been added in this fair.Earlier the fair was organized along with main bazaar but now it was being organized at College Ground where Kinnauri Mandi which is famous for its woolen  articles, dry fruits and exhibitions are also 
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installed. The large number of foreign and domestic tourists visit Lavi fair which not only provide them an opportunity to witness tribal culture closely but also visit different places of religious and cultural interest in the surrounding. Shri Parshuram temple Nirmand, Surya Narayan Temple Nirath which is only Sun Temple in entire North India and Maa Bhima Kali Temple Sarahan, 1500 MW SJVNL hydro-electric project.


A horse show was added to this fair in 1984 and Chmurthi Horses of Pin Valley of Spiti became the centre of attraction for horse lovers as this horse was tough, sturdy and suitable for tough hilly terrain. Besides intelligent with short strong legs and this horse has broad forehead. This year horse exhibition was organized from 4th to 6th November where about 366 Chmurthi Horses were registered and the highest price received for a Chmurthi Horse was Rs. 28 thouosand.


Cultural nites also remain centre of attraction and entertainment of thousands of local people and tourists. Local Schools, college students and other famous artists of the State would perform during the four day cultural nights. Famous Himachali Singer Thakur Dass Rathi and Fusion Singer Mallik Brothers would be the star artist on 11th November while Punjabi singer Bhupinder Singh Buppi of “Jogia Khali-Bhali” fame, “Valla-Valla”, “Naan Ishaq Da Laya” fame would perform on 14th November. The fair would be inaugurated on 11th November at 11.00 AM by Her excellency the Governor of Himachal Pradesh Smt. Prabha Rau whereas Honble Chief Minister Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal would preside over the closing ceremony on 14th Nov at 3 PM. Himachali Artists and Pahari singers Dheeraj Sharma, Kishan VErma, Lokender Chauhan, Shyam Singta, Mansa Pandit, Amit Gautam, Hemant Sharma and Shanti Heta and other folk and musical groupes and local artists have been provided opportunity to perform. 
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
