	Lok Adalats helpful in speedy disposal of litigations-Justice Gupta

Shimla March 17, 2007:    Justice Vinod Kumar Gupta Chief Justice HP High Court stressed the need to revolutionize the Alternate Dispute Resolution (ADR) system in order  to deliver speedy justice. He said that cases should be settled amicably and no dueress or pressure be imposed on the litigants. 


Justice Gupta was addressing inaugural session of District Lok Adalat here today. He said that keeping in view the large number of pending cases with the various courts, Lok Adalats had come up as the better alternative. He said that large number of pending cases also puts additional pressure on Judges and it not only affects the quality of justice but also might leads to mistakes.  He said that Judges should not bother about number of cases put up for a day but should give proper time &  attention for the case he is dealing with as for a particular litigant, his case was of utomost importance to him. 


Chief Justice said that all organs-Legislative, Administrative and Judiciary were trying their best to bring qualitative change in justice delivery system. Still more efforts were required from each to get satisfactory results and come up to the people’s expectations. He said said Lawyers play key role in speedy and amicable disposition of cases especially under ADRs. He urged the members of Bar Association to render constructive approach and extend all cooperation to provide fillip to this movement. 


Justice Gupta said that pendancy of litigations in Himachal Pradesh was relatively comfortable as compared to other States where cases were being pending since 35-45-55 years. He said that still more remains to be done in this behalf as in  Himachal  there were cases pending since decade.  


Justice Deepak Gupta, Judge HP High Court-cum-Executive Chairman  State Legal Services Authority said that Lok Adalats had proved to be an effective and speedy justice delivery  system. He said that the cases were settled with mutual understanding between both parties besides the system   saves a valuable time of courts. He said that positive attitude of litigants along  with the cooperation of Lawyers was must in amicable disposal of the cases on mutual agreeable terms.


Shri R.L. Raghu district & Sessions Judge Shimla while welcoming said that in present system, litigants are left as bitter and frustrated while waiting for justice for years. He said in view of this the courts were adopting alternate disputes resolutions under legal sanction for expeditious disposal of pending cases which not only reduces the pendency of cases, but the major benefit of the same was that litigation between two adversaries ends without ill will, rancour and hatred.. 


Shri R.K.Mittal Member Secretary State Legal Services Authority presenting vote of thanks informed that as many as 459 Lok Adalats were Organized in the Pradesh during last fiscal and 4399 cases were settled. 

          Justice D.D. Sud, Justice V.K. Ahuja, Justice Sanjay Karol Judges of HP High Court, Judicial Officers of District Court, Members of Bar Association besides Shri Tarun Kapoor Deputy Commissioner Shimla and Shri Anand Pratap Singh SP Shimla were also present. 


As many as 659 cases pertaining to the Institutional Recovery Suits and Criminal Complaints u/s 138 of Negotiable Instrument Act were put before today’s Lok Adalat of which  385 cases were settled.
