The media is a means of bringing about change : DC

“The media is not meant for merely giving news but it is also a means of bringing about a change or a revolution for the development and the prosperity of the society in particular and the nation as a whole”.

This was crux of the speech delivered by the Deputy Commissioner of Chamba Sharabh Negi while presiding over a symposium organized on the occasion of ‘National Press Day’ by the Information and Public Relations Department here yesterday.

The DC appealed to media persons to carry out their responsibility from the true spirit of their conscience because the freedom of the press is coupled with challenges and accountability. The welfare of the media is vested in its accountability towards the society though it is risky to face the challenges and abide by its onus, the DC felt.

Recalling the pre-Independence days, the DC said that during the British regime, we were deprived of the freedom of expression, but now in free India we had the liberty of expression which was a sign of freedom real sense. There was no freedom with expression of speech, the DC stated.

Now the time had changed when the media could play a pivot role in eradicating social evils like caste and religion discrimination, dispelling superstitions and blind dogmas prevailing in the society. Simultaneously, the DC advised the media to help reinforcing the society’s secular fibre and moral values besides highlighting development aspects of the governments.
