Voting Centres Lists  of reconstituted  eight Assembly Constituencies of Shimla District prepared

Shimla, 23rd April, 2008:  Sh.J.S.Rana, District Election Officer-cum-Deputy Commissioner, Shimla told here today that following the provision made under section 25 of Public Representative Act, 1951, the proposed lists of voting centres of reconstituted eight Assembly Constituencies of Shimla District has been prepared as per Parliamentary and Legislative Delimitation Order-2007. He told that these proposed lists are available for inspection of general public and various political parties since 21st April, 2008 in his office and respective SDMs (Civil), Tehsildars, Naib-Tehsildars and BDOs offices in the district.
