     Judges Should Be Role Model For Society  and Colleagues–Justice Bhalla 

Shimla 13 December (.) The Judiciary is strong wing of the constitution thus expectations and responsibilities were more on Judicial Officers to deliver speedy justice to all.  Mr. Justice Jagdish Bhalla Chief Justice H.P High Court said this while inaugurating  9th Judicial Officers Conference here today.


He said that among the noble aims and objectives of the constitution the Justice has been accord the highest place to secure social, economic and political justice to all its citizens.   He said that justice was placed higher than the other principles of liberty, equality and fraternity.   He said that in our county there is one unified judicial system with Supreme Court as the highest court and the High Court in every State. The directive principles of State Policy declare that State should strive for a social order in which such justice shall inform all the institutions of national life, he added. He said that justice should not be denied to any citizen by reason of economic or other disabilities. 


Justice Bhalla said that speedy justice has been declared a fundamental right under Article 21 of the constitution in our country and in justice delivery system criminal matters were given precedence over civil one. He said that various ways have been suggested to tackle the problem of judicial arrears and delays to avoid suffering of the litigant public.  He said that though it was a matter of pride that judiciary enjoys credibility in our country still there was scope for improvement through reforms.  He said that besides litigants, Lawyers and Judges are also facing great hardship due to delays.  He said that people often blame Judicial Officers for delays but they don’t know and understand their difficulties.  He said that though the strength of Judicial Officer were less but quality should not suffer in the name of quantity.  He said that the Judges are making best efforts to reduce the backlog yet because of heavy filing and huge pendency it is not possible to carry this massive load. 


Chief Justice said that there was strong relationship between Bench and Bar and both should respective each other as both have certain relationship and responsibilities.  He said the institution would function best when both Bar and Bench respect each other purpose and responsibilities and when both are conscious of each others limitations.    He said that Judge have critical role in the management of cases they can set the direction of the court by establishing or changing of policy. He said that Judge occupies the seat of justice which is divine and people come to a seek salvation. He said that this conference would help in strengthening judicial system and suggesting ways and means to mitigate the problems being faced by the Judicial Officers .   He said that Judges should have judge like qualities and he should set an example for the  society and his colleagues. The Justice has been accord the highest place to secure Social, Ecnomic and Political justice to all its citizens in our constitution.
