                       Stress on Scientific and Proper Use of Ground Water

Shimla, March 18:   About 2.5 billion people were depedent upon ground water for their drinking needs as 95 percent water is available under the ground and only 5 percent is surface water. Shri Narender Chauhan, Principal Secretary I&PH told this here today while presiding over one day workshop on Issues Related to “Ground Water Management and Water Use Efficiency in the State of Himachal Pradesh”.


Shri Chauhan said that ground water played a major role when India witnessed green revolution in 1960 and became self food reliant. He said that about 17 thousand Hand Pumps were installed in the State which were supplementing the drinking requirements especially in lower areas. He stressed the scientific and proper exploitation of ground water and adoption of Rain Water Harvesting Techniques for its collection and recharging of water table. He said that maximum rain water goes unutilized and  floods the river & rivulets for which joint efforts and planning of line Departments like Agriculture, Horticulture, Forest and I&PH was required. He said that a workshop on artificial recharging of ground water was organized by I&PH lat month to enhance ground water reservoir. 


He said that Hydro-Carbon was a sensitive area and stressed the need to conserve and exploit the ground water in a meaningful way. He said that keeping in view the long dry spell in the state this workshop was important as specialist would deliberate on water conservation and its proper use. 


Shri R.N.Sharma, E-in-C   I&PH said that water demand was enhancing day-by-day due to increasing population, urbanization and industrialization. He said that water was precious as it can not be manufactured so it should be used judiciously. He said that both surface and ground water was being polluted due to urbanization and industrialization which was a matter of concern. It was also doing havoc in river and rivulets, he added. He said that HP Water Use Act was enacted in the year 1968 and State Water Policy was also formulated. He said that Central Ground Water Board was working in the 
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Pradesh to recharge the ground water. He said that 50 Hand Pumps were installed by the CGWB and handed over to the State I&PH. He said that as per study carried out by CGWB in 2004, out of 55 microsheds 15 were over exploited. He urged the CGWB to provide fresh figures of different areas in the state so as to get more DPRs approved for Agriculture and Water needs from NABARD. 


Shri J.S.Sharma Regional Director CGWB Dharamshala said that objective of this workshop was to provide a common platform for the Scientists, Engineers and NGOs to share their experiences on conservation, protection and management of ground water in Himachal Pradesh to reduce the increasing load on ground water resources. He said that rain water is the purest water for drinking purpose and steps should be taken for its proper storate and  artificial recharge. He said CGWB prepares 10 years figures and as per study of 2004, Himachal was considered as a safe State in matters of ground water as only 31percent was used and another 60 percent could be used safely. He said that efforts should be done to check the fast running rain water and make it crawl and crawling water to stop by making artificial check dams and contour trenches. 


Shri Sharma said that distribution of water was not uniform in the country as we get 75 percent through Monsoon rainfall which varies region to region. He said that water situation would become quite grim by the year 2025 and steps should be taken well in time to rectify. He said that in Malesya people consumes 21 times recycled and 45 times in Isreal. He also stressed the need of preserving the natural sources like springs and revival of old ponds and tanks. 


He also made his presentation on ground water development and its  scenerio in HP whereas Smt. Daksha Gupta Principal Scientific Officer State Pollution Board deliberated on water quality in Hand pumps in HP, Shri Rahul Bhosle Assistant Archaeologist from Archaeological Survey of India on Harvesting Water through Ages as seen at Ruined Fort in Kangra. Shri Thapa Scientific Officer State Council for Science & Technology made presentation on Use of Remote Sensing in Ground Water Targeting in HP.
