E-Courts Project in the State Launched from Shimla  

Shimla, July 21, 2007: Shri V.K. Gupta, Chief Justice HP High Court, in a simple yet impressive function held at Bachat Bhawan here today launched the E-courts Project in the State by presenting Laptops Computers to the Judicial officers of Shimla. Jugdes of HP High Court S/Shri Deepak Gupta, Surjeet Singh, Kuldeep Singh, VK Ahuja, D.D. sud,  Surender Thakur and Rajiv Sharma were also present on this occasion.  


Speaking on the occasion Chief Justice Shri VK Gupta said that E-Courts Project would be helpful in quicker justice dispensation in the State. He said that IT revolution and Computerization had brought immense change in the functioning and the Judiciary software developed 3-4 years back had made the task easy, absorbing and fast. He said that the presentation of Laptop Computers to the Judicial Officers was a part of the Scheme of Computerization of District Courts in the State. He said that it would  benefit the Courts as well as the litigants and the functioning of the Courts as it had undergone a perceptible change due to advent of technology such as Computers. 

      He said that with the help of Information Technology the process and dispensation of justice could be made easier, more convenient, accurate, faster, less expensive and lesser manual labour besides bringing transparency in the entire system of justice delivery. He said that training would be imparted to those Judicial officers who are not properly acquinted and well versed with the computers. He said that young Lawyers and Judicial Officers were already using the computers and availing the facilities such as E-mail, Internet, conferencing etc. He said that the synergy between the Bar Members and the Judicial Officers would further improve with the introduction of Laptops. 

       While welcoming the Chief Guest, Shri R.L. Raghu District & Session Judge Shimla thanked the Chief Justice to launch the E-Courts Project in the State from Shimla. He said that  soon the District Court Shimla would be setting up V-Set and thereafter this Court would be connected to the Internet and judgements would be delivered by the Supreme Court and High Court HP would be readily available for the benefit of Judicial Officers and Lawyers.  He said that fundamental principle behind justifying the existence of any Judicial system was to ensure dispensation of justice at the earliest.
