First Legal Aid Clinic opens in Shimla 

Shimla, June 29, 2007: Mr. Justice Deepak Gupta Acting Chief Justice HP High Court , inaugurated first Legal Aid Clinic at Evening College ,The Mall Shimla here today. He was accompanied by Judges of HP High Court Mr. Justice Kuldeep Singh, V.K. Ahuja, Surender Thakur, D.D.Sud and Rajeev Sharma. Dr.Anil Wilson Vice Chancellor HPU and Registrar B.D.Sharma was also present.


Justice Gupta who is also Executive Chairman of HP State Legal Service Authority said that this was a maiden attempt as the role of Legal Aid Clinic was vital. He said that the concept of Legal Aid was gaining momentum since 1950 and the legal aid clinic would provide assistance to the poor and down trodden who were unable to exercise and enforce their legal rights for lack of financial resources, knowledge and social backwardness. He said that poor people were not aware of seeking judicial or administrative redress and such clinics would be more fruitful in this direction. 


He said that legal aid was a dynamic concept of distributive justice and rule of law as the object of legal aid was to bring the poor at par with his rich adversary in litigation. He said that Legal Aid had to play pro-active role to facilitate the common people to make full use of law and its institutions. He said that to start with two  senior Lawyers and two-three Law Students would sit for two days in a week in this Clinic and later it would be made more functional. He said that this Legal Aid Clinic was set up in Evening College where the Integrated Law Classes were being run and this would provide an opportunity to the law students to learn from senior lawyers and contribute more in their field. He said that it would provide a platform for providing advice to the people and make them aware where and whom to approach for getting justice. The cases should be dispensed with care and compassion as all cases needs not go and ends in courts which were already heavily burdened.


Justice Gupta said that the number of judicial strength had been doubled during past two-three years and the number had risen to 112 from 64 with active support of Chief Justice Shri VK Gupta. 



While welcoming Justice RL Raghu District & Session Judge-cum-Chairman District Legal Services Authority Shimla said that Legal Aid was the right of every individual and a constitution obligation of the Govt. He said that the concept did not mean only representation through a Lawyer at State expenses in court proceedings but also include legal advice, legal awareness, legal mobilization, public interest litigation, law reform and provide and promote equal access to the justice. The legal aid was a dynamic instrument of war against poverty, he added as the very spirit of equality and the concept of legal aid moment was dedicated to the principle of equal justice to the poor. 


Raghu said that courts were overburdened as in the District Courts sometimes it took 10-12 years for decision. Thus in country like India,more emphasis should be given on the preventive legal service programmes.


Shri R.K. Mittal, Member Secretary HP State Legal Services Authority thanked and detailed the activities of State Legal Service Authority.
