  Indo-China Emerging Economic Powers in World Economic Order-Dr.Bindal

Shimla, 5 August:  India and China had very old relations over thousand years in terms of  trade and knowledge exchange. Indian Preachers visited China to spread the message of peace & knowledge of different kind. Lord Buddha was born in India and his Dharma was adopted by China, Tibet, Thailand and many other countries. Of late the relations between two countries did not remain so warm and now the entrepreneurs of both the countries could bridge the gap by building business relationship. 

            Dr. Rajeev Bindal, Health Minister while presiding over a seminar on “Growth of Himachal Pradesh with Experience from China & Economic Cooperation” held at Kufri Holiday Resort near Shimla today said that Indian and China are two strong emerging economic powers in the changing world new economic order. Together both countries account for 40 percent of world population and with the rapid economic progress being made, the current century would be of Asian Century. He said that both India and China have huge domestic markets which were recognized as top emerging markets and foreign investment destinations. There was a lot that two countries could benefit from each other by enhancing bilateral economic cooperation, he added.

            He said that China had taken lead with its “open door policy” launched in 1978 as compare to 1991 of India and we can learn a lot from economic development of China. He said that bilateral trade between India and China has shown considerable growth during the recent past. He said that to strengthen business relations between India and China there was need to identify areas & products which can be sourced out from each other and engaged in joint harnessing in natural resources. He said that beginning in this direction has already been made as a Chinese Company “ Longjian Road & Bridge Ltd. has taken two infrastructure development project in Himachal which includes broadening of Theog-Hatkoti and Una Road amounting to Rs.356 crore. He said that economic growth of China was 13 percent which was quite remarkable. 

             Health Minister said that he was grateful that Chinese enterprises were interested in different field in Himachal i.e. infrastructure development, Hydro power generation and tourism. He invited the Chinese entrepreneurs to come forward in making Himachal a herbal state as China was a big name in herb sector both in production & processing. He said that Himachal has great potential for herb production because of its varied climate and topography. He invited Chinese entrepreneurs for guidance and proposal of public-private partnership in this regard. He said that Himachal was pre-dominantly an agro-horti state and he also invited the Chinese entrepreneurs in providing technological and processing infrastructure to benefit farmers.  He said that in health sector, the public-private partnership was also invited. 

             Dr. Bindal said that Himachal had already taken up matter of opening Kailash-Mansarovar Yatra Route through Himachal which would help in promoting tourism in the State. He expressed hope that with the linking of road network between India and China through Himachal not only provide fillip to commerce & trade, but would also provide a more reliable-less time consuming and safe route for pilgrimage from India visiting Kailash Mansarovar. This would go a long way in cementing cultural relations between the two countries and will also give a new fillip to tourism in Himalayan regions of the two neighbours. The Minister also sought Chinese cooperation in minimizing disasters from Parachhu floods and desired that information sharing should be made more regular and 
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systematic to stop widespread damage down the Sutlej valley. He hoped that China would successfully organize this year Olympic games and expected that India would bring back a

 larger number of medals. He said that Chinese cooperation would herald economic growth in Himachal Pradesh. 

             Mr. Peng Gang, Economic & Commercial Councillor, Embassy of People’s Republic of China in the Republic of India, presented Chinese view of promotion of Indo-China trade and business. He said that Chinese side was more open to develop trade between two countries and further want to enhance border trade and free people exchange. He said that bilateral trade between two countries was 40 billion dollar in 2008 which was expected to reach 60 billion dollars by the year 2010 making two countries of largest trade partners after USA. He said that there was vast scope of partnership in hydro-power, tourism and agriculture sector and infrastructural development in  Himachal. He said that in past two years, with ICTC initiatives the Chinese entrepreneurs were coming in the field of steel, ferro-alloys, chemicals, IT, plastics, petro chemical and in general trade. He said that now stress was being given to start state to state contact and Himachal was one of them. He expressed the hope that with Himachal Pradesh Government cooperation and active partnership of private entrepreneurs the trade relations would further strengthened. He assured all possible help and cooperation in this regard. 

             Shri V.K. Mishra, Chairman, State Relation Committee ICTC said that India-China trade Centre (ICTC) was a non-governmental member supported organization for India corporation engaged in business relations with People Republic of China, the Centre founded in 1997 works in the field of research studies, policy guidelines and strategy guidelines to business. The ICTC facilitates the business efforts between India and Chinese commercial & economic communities. He said that the whole world was watching the growth of India and China and ICTC was working since last one decade for bilateral trade promotion and investment in both countries. He said that in Dec 2007 with the Chinese Govt. assistance ICTC had organized a big fair called south Asian commodities fair in Beijing, in which more than 120 booths from India had displayed products for export to China. He expressed his gratitude to Minister of Commerce and trade in china for providing this special opportunity.

           He called for Himachal Industry & people to come forward for their share of bilateral trade & ICTC would provide platform as well as cooperation modalities.  He said that in hill state like Himachal to develop traditional industries was difficult but we can learn from the experience of China then we could find that a train can go to high mountains in Tibet Region. He  said that infrastructure  growth could make possible all impossible things by making new roads, railways, airports then the growth would increase automatically. He said that Chinese Enterprises was here to support us in the field of above infrastructure development. 

            Earlier Shri Dhyan Chand Chairman PHD Chamber of Commerce, Himachal welcomed. Mr. Hongsen Wang, Board member of ICTC and Chairman Chamber of Chinese Enterprises in India and  Mr. Liu Shu Jun, Chief Representative, Longjian Road & Bridge Ltd. Company gave their presentation  on economic cooperation with China.
