Helipad would be constructed at Mahasu-Bragta
Mahasu to be developed as a tourist destination

Shimla September 8:  Surrounded by dense Devdar Forest at 7500 ft height ‘Mahasu’ of Shimla District would be developed as one of the best tourist destinations of State. Shri Narender Bragta, Horticulture Minister, said yesterday at Mahasu, 70 KM from Shimla that Rs. 50 crore comprehensive plan has been prepared and sent to Government of India for approval under which entire Jubbal-Kotkhai area would be developed as Horticulture tourism which would also boost ‘Home Stay Tourism’ Scheme of the State and tourists could enjoy its prestine beauty. He said that Shimla District leads in apple production and  Jubbal-Kotkhai alone produces more than 50 percent apples of the District. He said thatH this area has good network of roads which would further be strengthened. 

               Shri Bragta said that there was a proposal to construct Helipad at Mahasu for which site had been selected at Baankufer. He said that Chief Minister would be urged to announce  the final approval. He said that Rs.2.61 crore had been sanctioned for metteling of road between Chandan Nagar-Baankufer and work on it would be started soon. He announced Rs.14 lac for the construction of Rest House at Mahasu. He said that Rs.5.50 crore were being spent on various irrigation schemes in Mahasu, Bakhaol and Prem Nagar Panchayats of Jubbal-Kotkhai. 

            Horticulture Minister said that 1.22 crore apple boxes had been sent to various markets from the State during current season, out of which more than 30 lac boxes were sold through local markets which was a record in itself and competition to Delhi Market. He said that a Fruit Processing Unit would be set up near Gumma on experimental basis and thereafter in other fruit growing areas in a phased manner. He said that various companies were coming in the Pradesh to purchase apples and growers were getting good prices at their door steps.  He said that apple was a major economic activity of  of Himachal Pradesh and State Government had made elaborate arrangements for its proper transportation.  He said that this year heavy rains caused a loss of over 1200 crore in the State and most of the roads in orchards were badly damaged. He appreciated the efforts of Public Works Department for restoring the roads at war- foot manner.
  103 consumers awarded Rs.28.91 as compensation-Pritam Singh

Shimla September 8:  Shri Pritam Singh, President , District Consumer Fora Shimla, Solan, Sirmour and Kinnaur Districts said here today that the Forum had disposed of 103 consumer complaints and Rs.28.91 lac were awarded as compensation.  He said that since the inception of District Forum Shimla, 11073 consumer complaints have been instituted so for, out of which 10167 had been disposed of. Presently 906 consumer complaints were pending with the forum, he added.


Shri Singh informed that so far as the District Consumer Forum Solan is concerned, since its inception 4948 consumer complaints have been instituted and 4590 were disposed of whereas 358 were pending. In District Sirmaur, 2112 consumer complaints were instituted out of which 1880 were disposed of and 232 were pending. Likewise in District Kinnaur only 212 complaints were registered out of which 162 were disposed of and 50 were pending.
