      Credit Plan of Rs.1034 Crore  Launched.

Shimla 7th April,2010 

Shri J.S. Rana, Deputy Commissioner Shimla  launched  credit plan of  Rs. 1034  crore  for Shimla District  here today.   He said that  out of the plan  prepared  by the  lead  UCO Bank for the year 2010-11,   loan of Rs. 189 crore  would be  disbursed  through various  banks  operating in the district  for  production, marketing and  storage facilities of crops, Rs. 12.34 crore  for  creating irrigation facilities,  another  Rs. 12.34 for farm mechanization , Rs. 51.71  for  creating horticulture  and plantation facilities  and Rs.35.29 crore  for Dairy , Poultry and  Fisheries  development,  rearing of Sheep, Goat and Pits etc. 



Shri Rana  said that  an amount of  Rs. 651 crore would  be distributed  through various banks  for setting up  of  small and medium industrial units, construction  of  housing and  education  sectors during current fiscal year  while an amount of Rs. 57.41 crore  would be  disbursed   to create self employment and  entrepreneurship activities in the District .



He  directed  bankers to  make efforts to achieve  the targets fixed for the  district  and   emphasizes    to pay special  attention for the priority sector. He said that Annual Credit Plan would generate employment and improve economic condition of those living below poverty line. 



Earlier Shri SK Sharma, LDM  detailed  out  financial targets fixed  for the various activities under different sectors  and stressed bankers to form  at least two farmers club  at rural branch  level.
