Solan-15-August- District level Independence Day function was held here today at historical Thodo ground in Solan. Minister of Horticulture and Technical Education, Narender Bragta unfurled the national flag and took salute of impressive march-past by contingents of Police, Home guards, NCC and Scouts.

Addressing, a largely attended gathering, on this occasion, he said that the Government was committed for welfare of poor and down trodden strata of society. He said that social security pension was being provided to 237250 persons in the State and  8869 eligible persons in Solan district with expenditure of  Rs. 3.35 crores in Solan. In District Solan Rs. 37 crores are being spent under scheduled caste sub plan by different departments, to provide better facilities, for persons, in this category. 

Horticulture Minister said that the Government had launched extensive programmed to promote horticulture activities in the state and added that sanction had been granted for purchase of anti hail gun in the State. He said that Rs. 1.6 crores were being spent in district Solan on promoting horticulture activities. This includes plantation of 75 thousand fruit plants in the district and covering 300 hectare of additional land under horticulture.

He also distributed cash awards to panchayats for remarkable performance under total sanitation campaign in the district. Cash award of rupees three lac was given to Sakodi panchayat in district level category and rupees one lac each to Kot panchayat of Kandaghat, Top Ki Ber of Solan, Chamian  of Dharampur, Bhiyunkhari of Nalagarh and Shanan of Kunihar panchayat for doing excellent work in total sanitation campaign.   

Five progressive farmers were also awarded on this occasion. Rs.       10 thousand each were given to Hardyal Singh of Rahoon village, Raghubir Singh of Nagar village, Inder Singh of Dolag, Mohan Lal of Rani Gaon for agricultural activities and Kiran Kaundal for animal husbandary.

Nalagarh SDM Susheel Kumar, Kandaghat SDM Subhash Saklani and Kasauli Tehsildar K.K. Sharma unfurled the national flag at these places. At Nalagarh freedom fighters Hakim Singh and Manphool Singh were also honoured. 
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
